I Cerri - How to get Here

From Rome Airport Leonardo Da Vinci (Fiumicino):

By car: Take the road from the Airport to the Grande Raccordo Anulare (Rome’s ring road) and turn left into the GRA in the direction of Firenze (Florence). Go past all the turn offs for the Salaria, Cassia, etc, until you see the sign for Firenze A1. Turn off here and continue (it becomes a toll road) and in about 40 mins you will leave this autostrada at Orte. Here you pay (3 euros) and you continue on the main road passing by Narni and Terni. You will already have started seeing signs for Spoleto. In another 40 mins you will be driving through the tunnel underneath Spoleto’s castle and you will continue until you see the sign for Eggi. Turn right here and continue along the old Flaminia road until you see the sign on the right for Poreta. Take this road which will lead you directly to Poreta. After the church and ex school, take the road on the right leading up to the castle of Poreta and the Country House. Keep going straight up the rather steep road until you get to the castle walls. The main road goes around a car park on the left and continues up along the castle walls. You, instead, will take the dirt road on the right. This is the driveway leading down to I Cerri.

By train: From Roma Termini any train going north to Ancona or Rimini stops in Spoleto. The inter-regional trains take 1hr 45 mins and the Eurostar trains take 1hr 15 mins. There are buses to Poreta, but they only run twice a day. Hiring a car is strongly advisable anyway for your excursions, which you can have arranged before leaving home or upon arrival in Spoleto.

From Florence:

By car: Take the Autostrada in the direction of Rome. In about an hour turn off at Bettolle (Perugia). Go past Perugia and keep on the same road in the direction of Assisi. Keep on going past Assisi, Spello, Foligno and Trevi. Turn off at Campello sul Clitunno. Turn right onto the old Flaminia Road and then left after 300 m approx. at Settecamini. This road will led you through the main square at Campello ‘La Bianca’. Keep on this road as it passes between the Church on the left and the Town Hall on the right and continue until you see the sign for Poreta on the right. Take this road and proceed until you get to the first road on the left leading up to the castle of Poreta and the Country House. Go straight up this rather steep road until you get to the castle walls. The main road goes around a car park on the left and continues up along the castle walls. You, instead, will take the dirt road on the right. This is the driveway leading down to I Cerri.

By train: the only direct train from Florence to Spoleto gets you here at midnight. It is preferable to take any train to Foligno and change here for Spoleto (any train going to Orte or Rome will do).

From Perugia (Sant’Egidio): 
From here you will need to arrange to have a hire car ready. Alternatively, take a taxi to the train station of Assisi (Santa Maria degli Angeli), get a train to Spoleto and then hire a car from here.

From Ancona: 

By car: Take the highway Ancona-Roma through to Foligno and continue along the Flaminia going past Trevi. Turn off at Campello sul Clitunno. (now see above: ‘from Florence’)

By train: take any Ancona-Roma train through to Spoleto.
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
